Quality under control

On the production lines of "Bakan Tex"
continuous quality control of products is car-
ried out, which eliminates the possibility of
marriage in finished batches. This is monitored
by Uster Swiss laboratory equipment, which
tests product samples and monitors quality at
every stage of production.

Bakan Tex yarn complies with the inter-
national Oeko-Tex Standard 100. Test sam-
ples are examined by independent institutes
belonging to Oeko-Tex for compliance with
pH standards, for formaldehyde content, for
the presence of heavy metals, chlorine-con-
taining carriers and other substances. Compli-
ance with this standard means that the prod-
ucts are safe to use.

PRODUCTION AND PACKAGING

When buying and selecting cotton, our
specialists select the highest quality fibers
using a modern laboratory analysis method.
Our factory's cotton storage warehouse is
equipped with all conditions to prepare cotton
for processing under ideal conditions. After
the preparation of lots by our technologists,
the cotton is sent to the scutching shop.

[n addition, the mixing of various types
of cotton fibers is regulated in this work-
shop, and the improvement of the qual-
ity of spinning continues from this work-
shop. At this stage, our specialists use all
the possibilities to the maximum in order
to obtain the best connection from the
fiber and for the further production of
high-quality products.

[t should be noted that after process-
ing cotton in the scutching shop, the cotton
passes through turbines and is cleaned from
foreign elements using modern equipment.

The packaging process is fully automated,
the German packaging machine Neuenhauser
is responsible for the packaging process. At
the request of the consumer, the weight,
dimensions, quantity and forms of packag-
ing are regulated. Our specialists systemati-
cally check the deviations from the quality of
threads wound on cones.

Today the enterprise produces 19 thousand
tons of yarn per year. It is exported to China,
Russia, Turkey and Ukraine. Last year, prod-
ucts worth $7.6 million were delivered abroad.

It is noteworthy that the enterprise pro-
vides itself with electricity. FT Textile Group
has a modern gas generator from Germany.

EXPORT, EXHIBITIONS AND NEW

The enterprises were registered in 2017 and
have already managed to establish themselves
not only in the local market, but also abroad.
Thus, enterprises export their products to such
countries as Turkey, Russia, Belarus, Poland,

China, Kyrgyzstan and Egypt.

Since 2018, Bakan Tex LLC and FT Textile
Group LLC have been actively participating in
exhibitions of textile products abroad. Thus,
these two enterprises have already taken part
in exhibitions in Russia, Poland, Egypt and
many other countries.

Most recently, Bakan Tex and FT Textile
Group took part in the international exhibi-
tion Cairo Fashion & Tex-2022 and presented
their products.

As part of the event, agreements were
signed with new partners.
